Feedings:

􀂃 Breast or bottle on demand.

􀂃 No need for solid foods until 4 to 6 months of age.

Anticipatory Guidance (Do’s and Dont’s):

􀂃 Always leave your baby in a safe place, such as a crib with the sides up or a play pen.

􀂃 Smoke detector in house, check batteries.

Immunizations:

[ ] Pediarix (Polio, Diphtheria, Tetanus, Acellular Pertussis, and Hepatitis B)

[ ] Hib (Haemophilus influenzae type b)

[ ] Prevnar (Pneumococcal conjugate)

The shots may cause some fever or fussiness for one or two days. If it does, use TYLENOL

DROPS every four hours. Cool compress may be used if area is swollen or tender. A lump may

occur at the injection site that will eventually go away.
